Your child is learning: 
 

• About the importance of Self-Discipline- our monthly value for February.  
• The importance of Managing Information!  
• To count, read and write numbers to 30.  
• To continue to add and take away numbers within 10 and progressing to 20. 
• To understand how to measure length, width, capacity, and weight with 

nonstandard units. 
• To use mathematical language relating to capacity and time.  
• To continue to use mathematical language to solve problems.  
• To participate in Mathletics activities to further their mathematical 

understanding and skills.  
• To participate in World Book Day activities. 
• To consolidate phonic knowledge of 2 letters, 1 sound- ff, ll, ss and zz. 
• To use phonic knowledge and tricky words to complete independent ‘have a 

go’ writing.  
• To explore using full stops at the end of a sentence. 
• To continue to use capital letters for the start of a sentence, names, places, 

days of the week and months of the year. 
• To use commas in a list. 
• To use question words and build sentences using them. 
• Revise the correct way to form letters when handwriting to improve neat 

presentation.  
• To listen to a passage and answer questions on what they have heard. 
• To complete literacy activities in relation to the topic of ‘Spring’.  
• To explore their outdoor surroundings for the different weather and to 

participate in outdoor learning activities where possible- Forest School 
activities.  

• Recognise ways to show forgiveness through Religious Education (RE) and 
Personal Development Mutual Understanding (PD&MU) lessons.  

• To discuss Saint Patrick- his life a work. 
• To participate in daily exercises and fun activities in order to sustain healthy
