Your child is learning:

o About the importance of Love-our monthly value for April.

o The importance of Thinking, problem solving and decision making.

e To count, read and write numbers up to 1000.

e To add numbers by stacking in their tens and units with carrying.

o To subtract numbers by stacking in their tens and units (no regrouping).

e To know their x2, x5 and x10 times tables, both multiplying and dividing.

e How to make and give change from amounts of money up to £1.

o To problem solve through addition, subtraction, multiplication and division.

To participate in Mathletics activities to further their mathematical understanding
and skills.

e Revise the correct way to form letters when handwriting to improve neat
presentation.

e To use a variety of segmenting and blending skills to read, write and spell words,
including their spelling words each week.

e To complete comprehension activities with full sentence answers.

o To explore rhyme, by finding the patterns in poetry.
