During the month of April your child will be learning:

To consolidate knowledge of 2 letters, 1 sound -sh, ch, th.

To use phonic knowledge to have a go at writing sentences with increasing
independence.

To continue using a capital letter at the beginning and full stop at the end of a
sentence.

How to read the First 100 ‘Key Words'.

Various Spring themed stories, poems and tales- Jack and the Beanstalk, The Very
Hungry Caterpillar etc. Exploring rhyming patterns.

To explore question marks and question words.

To listen for syllables in words and learn how to clap them out.
